Statement
Day One
We here at the Lucky Seven Coal Mine Thank you for responding to our Mine Emergency. 

You are Located at the Fresh-Air-Base of the 3rd Left mains, we were developing 3 entries until we hit old works in the # 3 entry and were forced to seal the # 3 entry because of gas and water inundation. Currently we are pumping water out of the mine and monitoring the pressure behind the 50 PSI seals. Currently the pressure on the seals is with in safety specifications; if the pressure increases then you will be notified and pulled out of the mine at the conclusion of 90 minutes.
Yesterday we had a 4 man out-by crew working in the section; they were working in the face area and pumping water which had impounded against the newly erected seals. Our Mine Wide Monitoring system operator was notified by the section foreman that they had a problem with the roof bolter and were working on it. Shortly after that a 50 PPM spike was reported on a Carbon Monoxide sensor and there has been no other communications with the section. Other mine rescue teams have explored to this point and established this Fresh-Air-Base. All agencies have been notified and you have competent Mine Rescue Team as your back up.
